World Class Start & Potential Newsletter Update — November 2006

News

Riders for the 2007/09 World Class Start and Potential programmes have now been decided following the
selection trials that took place between November and December 2006.

With a new three-stage process to the selection procedure, Viewing Days and Viewing Trials were held in
the four programme disciplines. Selected riders from the Viewing Days were invited to attend an informal
discipline World Class Viewing Trial, from where successful candidates were invited forward to the final
discipline selection trial.

The concept of 'Viewing Days ' allowed rider’s who were within the age range of 14-30 to be assessed in
a competitive environment, in particular for event riders on the cross-country phase.

The funding structure for the selected riders will again be a tiered system incorporating Gold, Silver and
Bronze levels within each of the Start and the Potential programmes. Whilst all riders on the scheme will
have the same World Class benefits, the level of individual funding will vary between the levels. These
levels are primarily set on the rider’s performance at the selection trials, although movement between the
levels (up and down) may be possible throughout the year.

Several pony riders have been selected onto the Pre-Start programme, although they do not receive any
funding, will be invited forwards to attend a couple of squad sessions in the year to introduce them to the
World Class system and services it can offer.

A number of training grants were also awarded this year to a few riders who although not selected onto
the programme, the selectors felt they justified financial support.
